Under their tutelage, guests will be able to partake in private and group lessons, competitive workshops, seasonal camps, youth
development initiatives and play in tournaments exclusive to The Ritz-Carlton’s members. Interested parties can register to
participate in The Mouratoglou Tennis Center Naples Tiburn’s various training courses online.

Mr. Mouratoglou’s program is responsible for developing several champions within the sport, including American tennis players
Serena Williams and Coco Gauff, Danish athlete Holger Rune and Greek competitor Stefanos Tsitsipas.

Seven Mouratoglou Tennis Centers currently operate around the globe, including the new opening in Southwest Florida, with
locations in France, Dubai, China, Sardinia, Malaysia and Greece; another domestic facility is in New York.
